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Introduction

Board of Practical Training, Eastern Region, is an Autonomous organisation of the Ministry of Human
Resource Development (Deptt. of Higher Education), Government of India, and is registered under the
West Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961. The Secretariat of the Board of Practical Training, Eastern
Region, has been functioning at its own office Building at Salt Lake City, Kolkata — 700064 since July 1986.
The Board is headed by the Chairman, consisting of the members nominated by the Ministry of Human
Resource Development (Deptt. of Higher Education), Govt. of India, Confederation of Indian Industries
(ER), Public Sector undertakings in the Region, Eastern Regional Committee of AICTE, Iron and Steel
Industries in Private Sector, Port Trust/Railways, State Governments, The Institution of Engineers (India),
Head of Technical Institutions (both at Degree and Diploma Level) etc. The Director is the Chief Executive
of the secretariat of the Board, who also acts as the member-secretary of the Board.

The Board of Practical Training, Eastern Region, for the 43™ year continued to perform its responsibilities on
proper implementation of the Apprentices (Amendment) Act, 1973 & 1986 in the Eastern Region comprising
the States of West Bengal, Bihar, Jharkhand, Odisha, Assam, Nagaland, Manipur, Tripura, Arunachal
Pradesh, Mizoram, Meghalaya, Sikkim and Union Territory of Andaman & Nicobar Islands. In accordance
with the Apprentices Act and Rules, the Board is empowered to assess Apprenticeship Training facilities in
respect of establishments under various sectors, notify them to engage a stipulated number of apprentices,
oversee engagement of apprentices, monitor and review the working of the Apprenticeship Scheme (both
quantitatively and qualitatively). The responsibility of the Board also includes reimbursement of Central
Governments share of stipend at the rate of 50% on minimum prescribed rate claimed by the Training
Establishments after registration of contract of Apprenticeship.

The jurisdiction of the Board covers the States of Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Bihar, Jharkhand, Manipur,
Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagaland, Odisha, Sikkim, Tripura, West Bengal and Union Territory of Andaman &
Nicobar Island.

12.0 Procurement & Utilisation of notified/identified training seats under
Apprenticeship Training

12.1.  During the year under Report, efforts were made to provide training facilities to as many eligible Graduates,
Technician (Diploma holders) students in Eastern Region as possible. Many of the training establishments
in Eastern Region, in spite of notifications issued by the Board, were reluctant to engage apprentices.
Such establishments fall in every sector, i.e. Central Govt. Departments and its undertakings, State Govt.
Departments and its undertakings as well as Private Establishments. Efforts were made to procure training
seats in non-conventional areas such as National Highway Project and different Construction Companies,
Hotels, Pharmaceutical Industries, Information Technology based industries, Airways, Mobile Telephone
Services Organizations etc. Special efforts were also made to provide training facilities to Scheduled
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Castes, Scheduled Tribes, Minority candidates and Women candidates who enrolled on the web portal for
Apprenticeship Training.

During the period reported upon, educational facilities in Engineering/Technology were available in the
Eastern Region in altogether 221 (Two Hundred Twenty one) colleges of Engineering/Technology and
389 (Three Hundred Eighty Nine) Polytechnics in Eastern Region. The State-wise break-up of Colleges of
Engineering/Technology, Polytechnics Institutions are indicated in Table-I.

Besides the above,
there were some Institutions at degree & diploma level for Pharmacy & Architecture.
12.2  As done in the previous years, the Heads of the Institutions were informed to guide their passed out students

aspiring for Apprenticeship Training to enrol themselves at www.mhrdnats.gov.in. The Board extended
its services through e-governance web portal (www.mhrdnats.gov.in) which has several facilities such as
enrolment for establishments, institutions and the aspiring students. The online enrolment facility opened
the door for all the aspiring students residing even in the far North-Eastern States of India, to login and
enroll themselves. During the year under report, 46195 (Forty Six Thousand One Hundred Ninety Five)
fresh Graduate Engineers/Technologists, Diploma holders students from different institutions enrolled
for Apprenticeship Training (However, many of them did not join the organization for training, whenever
opportunities were given.)

12.3  As on 31.03.2019 BOPT (ER) brought altogether more than 1560 (One Thousand Five Hundred Sixty)
establishments under notification for implementation of the scheme of Apprenticeship Training, however
most of them were reluctant to engage apprentices due to financial crunch, sickness etc. A large number of
notified Establishments having manpower strength between Six to Forty did not participate in the scheme
of the Apprenticeship Training. Sector wise notified live establishments (who were engaging apprentices or
have not regretted to engage apprentices) are identified in Table-III.

Preparation of Panel by Training Establishments for Engagement of Apprentices.

During past years, BOPT(ER), Kolkata used to organize Central Selection Meetings for engagement of
apprentices under the Act by inviting notified establishments to participate. The notified establishments used
to select apprentices amongst the reported candidates through interviews/counselling.

With the implementation of National Web Portal (www.mhrdnats.gov.in), during the period under report,
most of the notified establishments took the advantage of panel preparation facility available in the NATS
portal for giving Award Letter (Calling the candidates to directly join without interview) & Call Letters
(Calling the candidates to participate in selection interviews at the establishments premises). This facility
of panel preparation has reduced the cost on inviting applications etc. as well as help the establishments in
making communications effectively through email etc. with the students.

Supervision of Training :

During the period from 01.04.2018 to 31.03.2019 the officers and senior staff members of this Board have
undertaken 1659 (One Thousand Six Hundred Fifty Nine) visits to different training establishments and 65
(Sixty Five) visits to the Technical Institutions (including visits to the Directorate of Technical Education of
different states) in the region in connection with proper implementation of the Apprentices (Amendment)
Act, 1973 & 1986 respectively.

Utilisation of Training Seats during the period under report :

On the basis of Registration of the contract of Apprenticeship, 20886 (Twenty Thousand Eight Hundred
Eighty Six) seats of different categories were utilised (Refer Table - V). 10155 (Ten Thousand One Hundred

Fifty Five) Training seats were also utilized for Internship training of Graduates and Diploma students (Refer
Table - VII).

Quality-Improvement & Other Development Programmes related to
Apprenticeship Training

The major function of BOPT (ER), Kolkata is the implementation of the National Apprenticeship Training
Scheme in eastern region in respect of Graduate and Technician apprentices under The Apprentices Act,
1961 (as amended in 1973). To achieve this, it is always the endeavor of the Board to establish a proper

communication channel with the various stake holders viz. the establishments, the educational institutions
and the aspirants of apprenticeship training. The Board carried out the following concomitant activities for
effective implementation of the apprenticeship training scheme.
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Career Guidance Programme (C.G.P.) & Supervisory Development Programme (S.D.P.) :

The Board organised ‘Career Guidance Programmes & ‘Supervisory Development Programmes' for the final
year students belonging to Degree and Diploma Institutions. Officers from this Board and faculty from other
organisations such as MSME Institute located at various parts of Eastern Region were also called to deliver
lectures on Entrepreneurship, Job opportunities in large & small scale industries, Apprenticeship Training,
Financial Assistance and Success Stories. The objectives for organising such programs were :—
1. To apprise the students about the necessity of practical training so as to equip themselves to become
more employable in the Employment Market.
2. To give the students an idea about Factory/Industrial environment and the role of apprentices during
training.
3. Maintenance of Work Diary.
How to utilise the training period effectively, so that a student after completion of training should feel,
that, there has been a development in his/her skill and knowledge.

5. To identify Industries expectations from the Engineers and Technicians etc.

During the Period under report 09 (Nine) C.G.P. was conducted by BOPT (ER) in collaboration with the establishments

It is pertinent to mention that all eligible SC & ST candidates were
provided facility under the Apprenticeship Training Scheme during the year under report.

Similarly in Persons with Disability category, 45 Graduate, 28 Technician apprentices were benefitted during
the period under report. 2876 Graduate, 121 Technician Apprentices belonging to Minority category were
also benefitted. 4777 Graduate, 1507 Technician apprentices belonging to OBC category were also benefitted
during the year under report. The number of women apprentices undergone training during the year were
6387 Graduate, 451 Technician apprentices.

Seminar & Group Meetings Conducted :

A Group Meeting was held on 17/04/2018 in the Chamber of the Principal Secretary, Directorate of Technical
Education & Skill Development, Govt. of West Bengal. The Director & Assistant Director, BOPT(ER),
Kolkata and officers of Directorate of Technical Education & Skill Development, Govt. of West Bengal
attended the meeting. During the meeting, the officials of BOPT(ER), Kolkata appraised the Principal
Secretary, Govt. of West Bengal about the status of the implementation of The Apprentices Act 1961 as
amended in 2014 vis-a-viz the status of the implementation in other States of the Eastern Region. The
Principal Secretary, Govt. of West Bengal was informed that BOPT(ER), Kolkata required support from
the Directorate of Technical Education & Skill Development, Govt. of West Bengal in order to improve
the current skilling activities in the States. The Principal Secretary perused report on the skilling activity
for the States during last few years. It was evolved in the meeting that a Group Meeting/Workshop shall
be convened involving the industry, institutes and the State Govt. departments and undertakings so as to
encourage them to engage more number of graduate & diploma apprentices. It was also decided that special
empbhasis shall be put to involve Jute industry.

Board of Practical Training (ER), Kolkata conducted a Workshop in association with Directorate of Science
& Technology, Govt. of Bihar at Taramandal, Patna from 15" to 17" May 2018. About 51 establishments and
institutes participated and got themselves registered on National Apprenticeship Training Scheme (NATS)
portal,thereby, creating about 526 number of training seats. The representatives of the establishments were
appraisedaboutdifferent provisions of the Act and the benefits for training establishments while engaging
more and more apprentices.

Board of Practical Training (ER), Kolkata in association with North Eastern Electric Power Corporation
Ltd. NEEPCO) conducted a Workshop on 17" & 18" May 2018 by inviting establishments located in
different part of North-Eastern Region. All the leading Central Govt. PSUs attended the said workshop on
implementation of NATS portal for submission and creation of mandatory documents towards compliance
of the Act. Deputy Director, BOPT(ER), Kolkata attended the workshop and queries of the training
establishments were addressed appropriately and information on new initiative of BOPT(ER) was shared
with all the participants. The participants were pleased after attending the demonstration on NATS portal and
expressed that the initiative shall help industries in improving the skilling activities in their establishments.

Board of Practical Training (ER), Kolkata conducted a Regional Conference on 6th June, 2018 in the Seminar
Hall of BOPT(ER), Kolkata. Higher officials from industries, establishments and institutions attended the
said conference. In his welcome address, the Director emphasized on the need of upgrading the training
programme by the establishments by incorporating the latest technological advancements such as Artificial
Intelligence, Robotics etc. The participants deliberated in detail on the need of the skill development in
different sectors of engineering & technology. The Chairman, BOPT(ER), Kolkata in his address spoke
that with the advent of Artificial Intelligence and Robotics the technology is changing very rapidly andthe
technical skills along with adequate soft skills can only make the technical graduate more employable.
About 15 members of different industries, establishments and institutes voluntarily expressed their desire to

be part of the Collegium to supervise the development and implementation of GADP.

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Board of Practical Training (ER), Kolkata convened a meeting with Coal India Subsidiaries, other Coal &
Ore Mining industries and institutes offering degree & diploma in Mining discipline in the Eastern Regional
States on 26" July, 2018 in the Conference Room of BOPT(ER), Kolkata. The main objective of the meeting
was to appraise the stake-holders about adaptation of NATS portal by the industry, establishments to prepare
panel of students for engagement. In addition to this, increase in training seats in the Coal India Subsidiaries
and other Coal and Ore Mining industries & establishments was also discussed in view of the shift in the
technology from underground mines to open cast mines in the recent past. As the demand has been very
high, the industry/establishments had agreed to increase their training seats by 20% of their current quota
for students from Mining engineering as well as other discipline of engineering and technology. The utility
of NATS portal for preparation of panel of candidates for engagement was also discussed in detail which
the industry, establishments agreed to adopt the same in order to avoid any chance of biasing. It was also
decided in the meeting that additional training seats shall be created for students opting for training in open
cast mines.

The Director, BOPT (ER) had a meeting with the Principal Secretary, Department of Science & Technology,
Govt. of Bihar at Patna on 10.08.2018. The Assistant Director and the OSD, BOPT (ER) also attended
the meeting. The Director spoke on Vision and Mission of BOPT (ER) and salient features of National
Apprenticeship Training Scheme. He highlighted the current activities and new initiatives taken up by
BOPT (ER) in the implementation of The Apprentices Act in the State of Bihar. He further spoke on the
action plan of BOPT (ER) for improving the skilling activities in Bihar. After discussion, it was decided that
BOPT (ER) shall conduct the Career Guidance Program covering all the Govt. Polytechnic and Engineering
colleges in the State; Directorate of Science & Technology, Govt. of Bihar shall arrange a Group Meeting
of different State Govt. Departments and Undertakings in the State to facilitate registration of industry/
establishments on NATS portal.

Board of Practical Training (ER) organized a Group Meeting on Apprenticeship Training for Non-Engineering
graduates by inviting representatives of different industry/establishment and institution on 13.08.2018 in the
‘Conference Room’ of BOPT (ER), Kolkata. The Director, BOPT (ER) in his key note address elaborated
the purpose and importance of the meeting. He apprised all the participants about the need of providing skills
to the non-engineering graduates so as to make them more employable. In his deliberation he mentioned
that considering the growth of knowledge based global economy, there is a need to include Arts, Business,
Commerce & Science graduates in the Apprenticeship Training Scheme. Accordingly, recommendations
of Planning Commission Sub-Committee on remodeling India’s Apprenticeship regime was considered in
detail and subsequently the Central Govt. also included the training of non-engineering graduates under the
Act in its latest amendment in the year 2014. All participants expressed their views on the present status
as well as future scope of Apprenticeship Training for non-engineering graduates in their establishment. In
general, all participants present in the meeting, welcomed the move of BOPT (ER) for considering non-
engineering graduates for one year Apprenticeship Training under the Act.

Board of Practical Training (ER) organized a Group Meeting on National Apprenticeship Training Scheme
(NATS) of Govt. of India on 17.8.2018 at HRD Centre, NEEPCO Ltd., Shillong, Meghalaya with the
representatives of the training establishments and institutions with an objective to discuss various ways and
means to scale up the existing skilling activities in the state of Meghalaya.

Chairman, BOPT-ER, Kolkata chaired the meeting. Executive Director, HR, NEEPCO Limited, Shillong
and Director, BOPT-ER, Kolkata also attended the meeting. Asstt. Manager, HR, NEEPCO Ltd., Shillong
welcomed all dignitaries and guests present in the meeting.

internship program of the degree engineering students, soft skill development program (GADP) and also
inclusion of apprenticeship training of Non-Engg. Graduates under the Act.

Chairman, BOPT-ER, Kolkata spoke on the unemployment scenario of the technical youth not only in
the North Eastern States but throughout the country as a whole. He emphasized on the importance of the
apprenticeship training for degree and diploma holder engineers under National Apprenticeship Training
Scheme (NATS) of Govt. of India.

Executive Director, HR, NEEPCO Limited, Shillong in his deliberation requested all the establishment to
come forward by engaging more number of apprentices for the benefit of the technical students of Meghalaya.

Asstt. Director, BOPT-ER, Kolkata in his presentation made the participants aware on the recent amendments
in The Apprentices Act and the salient features of the National Apprenticeship Training Scheme (NATS).

A Group Meeting was conducted on 25.09.2018 at YMA Hall, Chanmari, Aizawl. The meeting was chaired
by the Director, Higher & Technical Education. The Commissioner & Secretary, Higher & Technical
Education graced the meeting as Chief Guest. Dy. Director and Assistant Director, BOPT (ER), Kolkata
gave presentation on National Apprenticeship Training Scheme (NATS). The Chairman welcomed all the
participants and explained the purpose of the meeting. Joint Director (Tech) delivered his speech and introduced
the participants. He briefly explained the issues being faced by the Department in the implementation of
NATS. He exclusively pointed the meager rate of stipend prescribed by the Central Government as one
of the hindrances in implementation of NATS. The officials of BOPT (ER), Kolkata in their presentation
emphasized on the general ideas and guidelines about the NATS, methodology for operation and registration
on NATS portal etc. The Commissioner & Secretary, Higher & Technical Education in his speech expressed
his views to make the norms attractive for students for increasing the skilling activities. He also emphasized
on the need to run awareness campaign among the targets and to conduct more number of workshops in the
State.

Board of Practical Training (ER), Kolkata conducted a Group Meeting on 28.09.2018 in the ‘Conference
Room’ of BOPT (ER), Kolkata by inviting representatives from industries/establishments and institutes. The
purpose of the meeting was to involve industry/establishment and institute on development and finalization
of the course content for General Attribute Development (GAD) Program. Director, BOPT (ER) in his
welcome address informed the participants about the series of meetings that took place for development
of structured training program under NATS. He further mentioned that the six (06) General Attributes
identified by the industry/establishment and approved by the MHRD, Govt. of India for making a part of the
course content of Apprenticeship Training is required to be focused by all the training establishments during
the training period. The participants were also informed that while doing so, the industry/establishment
belonging to SMEs and MSME:s face real challenge due to unavailability of developed and well equipped
training centres. BOPT (ER) on their request agreed to coordinate the class room training program on
GAD for apprentices, final year students and other fresh executives as well as non-engineering graduates.
The participants had an elaborated discussion on the quality of the GAD program, its course content, fees
structure, assessment & certification.

Board of Practical Training (ER), Kolkata in association with Higher & Technical Education, Human
Resource Development Department, Govt. of Sikkim conducted an “Industry Institute Interactive Meet” on
26.11.2018 at ‘Conference Hall’, Human Resource Development Department, Govt. of Sikkim, Tashiling
Secretariat, Gangtok, Sikkim.

It was decided that
BOPT (ER) in association with Department of Higher & Technical Education, Govt. of Sikkim shall run an
awareness creation campaign both in the industry association as well as institutes. The Chairman stressed
upon the potential of skill development of technical students to meet the industry requirement in Tourism,
Organic and Herbal product industries.

13.4.12. Board of Practical Training (ER) in association with the Eastern Regional Office of AICTE, Kolkata

conducted a Group Meeting with the industries and institutes on 12.02.2019 at the ‘Conference Hall’ of
Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan Institute of Management, Kolkata. The Vice Chairman, AICTE, Delhi along with
other officials of AICTE, Delhi attended the program. The Director, BOPT (ER), Kolkata inaugurated the
program with his welcome address. The purpose of the said program was to disseminate information on
importance of Internship program for technical students and the role of industries / institutes in the conduct
of Internship program. The representatives from industries/establishments were also informed about the
development of webportal known as Internship portal being deployed by AICTE for capturing all information
on the subject. The participants were requested to voluntarily come forward and further participate in the
skill development activities through Internship program.

14.0 Utilisation of Training Places

14.1

14.2

Efforts Made:

The Officers of the Board visited the training establishments and interacted with the employers to find out
the progress of training. The training programs followed for the apprentices were scrutinized and apprentices
were asked to take active participation. The training program inter-alia covered rotational training in all the
important functional areas of the establishments and specific training in selected functional areas chosen
by the establishments and apprentices. The training modules of the apprentices were also superviesed by the
Officers of the Board, rendered advice in defining the training modules. In case of sandwich training program,
the teaching staff of the technical institutions concerned were also involved in formulating suitable training
programs.

Training of Graduate & Diploma Engineering Pass Outs Under The Scheme.

The Apprentices Act, 1961 through its amendment in 1973 brought Graduate & Diploma engineers under its
purview. These categories of apprentices are called Graduate & Technician apprentices. Board of Practical
Training was set up to implement and monitor the training of such categories of apprentices in notified
training places of establishments located in the States under the jurisdiction of the Board. As on 31.03.2019,
about 162 (One Hundred Sixty Two) subject fields have been notified under Graduate & Technician category
in which such categories of apprentices were trained during the reporting year.

Apart from the above, the Board also participated in activities like career fairs to disseminate information
on this scheme among the stake holders. With a view to create an awareness amongst the stake holders in
respect of the scheme, the Board prepared a video documentary film for screening in most of the programmes
conducted by the Board. For popularity of the scheme, pamphlets, posters, success stories of ex-apprentices
already in service or running their own business received as feed-back and developed by the Board were also
distributed during the programmes.

On the basis of registration of Contract of Apprenticeship 20886 (Twenty Thousand Eight Hundred Eighty
Six) seats of differnt category were utilized (Refer Table - V).

A statement showing the placement of 20886 (Twenty Thousand Eight Hundred Eighty Six) Graduate and
Technician apprentices during the year under report, subject field-wise details are given in Table - VI &
Table - VII. It is observed that out of 162 subject fields covered, the subject fields of Mechanical Engineering,
Electrical and Electronics Engineering, Electronics & Communication Engineering, Computer Science
Engineering, Information Technology, Electronics & Instrumentation Engineering share the maximum
number at Graduate and Diploma level. In addition to above, engineering streams such as Metallurgy,
Mechatronics, Instrumentation and Controlled Engineering, Modern Office Management were also covered
in large numbers.

14.3  Follow up of Training.

Once the Engineering Graduate/Technician apprentices are engaged under the Act, the training establishments
are required to prepare a programme of training for them. The various departments/sections in the training
establishments are considered before the programme is approved for training in the individual establishments.
During the training, the apprentices are clearly given a brief orientation of overall work of the establishments
as first step in the programme. Then the apprentices spend a specified period in each department/sections
where he is attached to a supervisor as per the programme. As there are much variations in the set up of
various establishments, no single programme is common for all the establishments.

To help the employers in preparation of the training programme, Board has prepared common format of
training manuals. These manuals helped the training establishments to prepare their own programme with
suitable modifications specific to the nature of activities of the establishments.

The progress of each apprentice is assessed by the employer and at the end of each quarter a report is submitted
to the Board in the form prescribed under The Apprenticeship Rules. The report gives the details of the area
of training during the quarter, aptitude of trainees, performance, shortcomings etc., and the assessment of the
training establishments on the overall training and skill development of the trainee. A close watch is kept on
the progress and proper communication system is maintained with the trainees so that, any lapses on their
part may be corrected in time. In fact, the payment of stipend to the apprentices is subject to his progress
being satisfactory.

Officers of the Board visit training establishments to follow-up the progress of the training under the Act.
During their visits meetings are held with the training staffs, the supervisors and the apprentices. In the ‘Meet
the Apprentices Programme', difficulties if any, are also discussed and sorted out.
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Training of Sandwich Course Students :

“On-the-job” training to sandwich course students of engineering & polytechnic institutions is in-built in
the curriculum itself. Sandwich course student numbering 113 (One Hundred & Thirteen) from various
engineering & diploma institutions were engaged for “On-the-job” training in the industries under the
Scheme during the period under report.

As in the past, sandwich training for the engineering and diploma students was arranged under the Act.
During the year under report in the State of Jharkhand, sandwich training was offered in the fields of Tool &
Die, Civil Engineering etc.

The subject fields-wise training of Graduate and Diploma course students under sandwich pattern is given in
Table VII.

The Ministry vide its email communication dated 25/09/2017 (received from ts7.edu@nic.in at 05:30 PM)
authorized the Regional Boards to also conduct Internship programme for Degree/Diploma students.

Accordingly, the Board formulated the process-flow for conducting Internship programme and published on
its website for all the stake-holders. During the period under report, Internship programmes were conducted
as per the requisition received from technical institutions in the State of Jharkhand, Odisha and West Bengal.
The Interns were provided a training of 6 to 8 weeks in different establishments located in the Eastern Region
of India in their core area of subject fields. A statement showing the placement of 10155 interns studying in
Degree & Diploma engineering colleges is given in Table — VIII

Implementation of E-Business through National Web Portal

Under ‘Digital India Mission’ of Govt. of India, the four Regional Boards of Practical / Apprenticeship Training
located at Kolkata, Chennai, Mumbai and Kanpur, under the guidance of Ministry of HRD developed a National
Web Portal with URL: www.mhrdnats.gov.in. All the stake-holders viz. Students, Training Establishments,
Institutions and Regional Boards are facilitated through the Web Portal to do e-business transactions. The Web
Portal was launched by the then Minister of Human Resource Development, Govt. of India on 15/09/2015.
BOPT(ER) subsequently transferred all its business activities from Regional Portal to the National Apprenticeship
Training Scheme Portal (www.mhrdnats.gov.in) w.e.f. 01/04/2016. The advancement in the features of National
Portal is still in progress and is being done by M/s Cognizant Technology Solutions, Chennai.

Implementation of Improved Skill Assessment and Certification System under NATS
Ministry of HRD, Govt. of India through four Regional Boards implemented the improved Skill Assessment and
Certification System under NATS w.e.f. 01.04.2017. BOPT (ER), Kolkata took a lead among the four Regional
Boards to develop the system. BOPT (ER) organized a group meeting of industries / institutions and other stake
holders for discussion and development of new assessment system on 06.05.2016. Subsequently a series of group
meetings were conducted in other Regions also by other Regional Boards. A special committee was constituted for
the purpose. The outcome of different group meetings organized by Regional Boards was compiled and placed before
the special committee for consideration. The special committee through a series of meeting finally developed a “New
Skill Assessment & Certification system under NATS”. Representatives from leading establishments and institutions
of Eastern Region as well as other parts of the country participated in the meeting. The “New Skill Assessment and
Certification System under NATS” were finalized with an objective of providing quantifiable assessment system
for the Skill Development taking place during the course of one year Apprenticeship training, thereby an employer
shall find it easier to ascertain the requisite skill sets possessed by the candidates from the skill assessment sheet and
certificate of proficiency. The Director, BOPT (ER), Kolkata presented a technical paper on the subject in the National
Conference held on 20.10.2016 at Mumbai which was Chaired by the then Hon’ble Minister of State, MHRD, Govt.
of India.

Conduct of General Attribute Development Programme (GADP)

Board of Practical Training (ER) convened a meeting of industry/establishment, institutes, students on
inauguration of General Attribute Development (GAD) Program on 06.02.2019. The BOG members who
attended the 130th meeting of BOG of BOPT (ER) held on the date also attended the program. Director,
BOPT (ER) in his key note address spoke on the need and importance of GAD program. The Managing
Director, Aich Group of Industries while addressing the participants expressed great joy and happiness on the
successful inauguration of GAD program. Director, Techno-India Batanagar as well as the Regional Director,
CII applauded the effort of BOPT (ER) for such a grand initiative. Chairman, BOPT (ER) congratulated the
Director and his Team for launching of GAD program. About 22 trainees were present in the first batch of
GAD program with whom all the dignitaries present interacted and encouraged them to make others aware
of about the benefits of the program.

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SCHEDULE 23 - SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. BASIS FOR PREPARATION OF ACCOUNTS & ACCOUNTING CONVENTIONS:
The Accounts are prepared under the historical cost convention unless otherwise stated and generally on the
Accrual method of accounting.
2. REVENUE RECOGNITION :
2.1 Income from Land, Building and other Property and Interest on Investments are accounted on accrual basis.
2.2 Interest on interest bearing advances to staff for House Building,Purchase of Vehicles and Computers is
accounted on accrual basis every year, though the actual recovery of interest starts after the full repayment of
the principal.
3 FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION:
3.1 Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition including inward freight, duties and taxes and incidental and direct
expenses related to acquisition, installation and commissioning.
3.2 Fixed assets are valued at cost less accumulated depreciation. Depreciation on fixed assets are provided on
straight line method, at the following rates:

iii) Buildings 2 %
iv)  Roads and Bridges 2%
v) Tube well and Water Supply 2 %

xv) Lib.Books & Scientific Journals 10%

Intangible Assets (amortization):

E-Journal 40%
Computer Software 40%
Patents and Copyrights 9 years.

iii (a) Depreciation is provided for the whole year on additions during the year.

iii (b) Where an asset is fully depreciated, it will be carried at a residual value of R1 in the Balance Sheet
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and will not be further depreciated. Thereafter, depreciation is calculated on the additions of each year
separately at the rate of depreciation applicable for that asset head.

iii (c) Assets, the individual value of each of which is R2000 or less (except Library Books) are treated
as Small value assets, 100% depreciation is provided in respect of such assets at the time of their
acquisition. However physical accounting and control are continued by the holders of such assets.

iii (d) Unserviceable/obsolete/Unused/Broken items disposed off during the year have been shown in Sch-4
and the list of the same has been attached as annexure B.
INTANGIBLE ASSETS:

Patents and copyrights, E-Journals and Computer Software are grouped under Intangible Assets.

Expenditure on acquisition of software has been separated from computers and peripherals, as apart from
being intangible assets, the rate of obsolescence in respect of these is very high. Depreciation is provided in
respect of software at a higher rate of 40% as against depreciation of 20% provided in respect of Computers
& Peripherals

RETIREMENT BENEFITS:

Retirement benefits i.e. pension,gratuity and leave encashment are provided on the basis of actuarial valuation
started from 2017-18. Capitalized value of pension and gratuity received from previous employers of the
board’s employee, who have been absorbed in the Board, is credited to the respective Provision Accounts.
Pension contribution received in respect of employees on deputation is also creditedto the provision of
pension account. Other retirement benefits viz. Deposit Linked Insurance, Contribution to new pension
scheme, Medical reimbursement to retired employees and Travel to Home Town on retirement is accounted
on accrual basis (actual payments plus outstanding bills at the end of the year)

For retirement benefits, the cost of providing benefits is determined using the Project Unit Credit(PUC)
method, with actuarial valuation being carried out at each balance sheet date. Re-measurement gains and
losses are recognized immediately.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS :

Government grants are accounted on realization basis. However where a sanction for release of grant
pertaining to the financial year is received before 31 March and the grant is actually received in the next
financial year, the grant is accounted on accrual basis.

To the extent utilized towards capital expenditure (on accrual basis) government grants are transferred to the
Capital/Corpus Fund.

Government grants for meeting revenue expenditure (on accrual basis) are treated, to the extent utilized, as
income of the year in which they are realized.

Unutilized grants (including advances paid out of such grants) are carried forward and exhibited as a liability
in the Balance sheet.

Unutilised grants of the previous year is taken as opening balance of the grants of the current year.

Upto the FY 2016-17 all the grants and expenditures were booked under two heads i.e. Plan and Non-plan but
from the FY 2017-18 Plan and Non-plan has been left and the accounts has been prepared accordingly.

INCOME TAX :

The income of the institution is exempt from Income Tax under Section 143(3)/11 of the Income tax Act.
Hence, no provision for tax is therefore made in the accounts.
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STIPEND PAYMENT:

Reimbursement of stipend to the training establishments were disbursed on the accrual basis against the claim

furnished by the training establishment to our organisation.
GPF/CPF INVESTMENT:

Investments in term deposits on the funds of GPF/CPF accounts were made in a consolidated way. It is
mentioned here that the investment balance of GPF/CPF fund would be arrived on the basis of total term

deposits.
DECLARATION:

In the annual Accounts expenditures has been booked in the current year column of all the Schedules earlier

it was shown in the Plan and non —plan. The total of both is shown in current year column.
